Vietnam in these forums. Second, using the capabilities of the internet and apps with high
encryption levels, they hold online meetings to spread destructive messages throughout the
country, followed by enticing individuals in the country and misleading them about their
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effectiveness, thus gradually establishing a framework in the country. They hope such activities
will become more widespread among villagers and Protestant worship groups, in the guise of
religious activities. And third, using online meetings and training to disseminate misleading
information on the internet, and instructing key members in the country to try their best to
recruit those still harboring narrow-minded thoughts about ethnicity, and whose political
awareness is still vague, even those who were convicted for their participation in the thuggish
FULRO group, those with an inferiority complex, those who are still rebellious, to participate in
their activities, thus establishing a framework in the country. They hope such activities will
become more widespread among villagers and Protestant worship groups, in the guise of
religious activities. Actually, they have a political agenda consisting of gathering biased
information to send to those who conduct seditious activities, and superimpose on these a
religious overtone along with other issues they characterize as hostile to civil society. Their goal
is to foment opposition to the government and go public with their organizations. In the end,
they will cause chaos, protests, and a violent insurgency.

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Y Hin Nié - the father of Y JOI - is a Protestant pastor and formerly a self-appointed colonel and
foreign affairs minister of the reactionary FULRO lll organization. Y Hin Nié escaped to the U.S.
in 1992 and, with other FULRO expatriates based in the U.S., founded the Evangelical Church of
Christ (aka United Montagnard Christian Church - UMCC) in 2011.

Nguyén Dinh Thang is a former official of the Saigon Government before 1975. Thing escaped
to the U.S. in 1979, became the executive director of Boat People SOS Committee, a NGO that
regularly colludes with the terrorist Viét Tan organization to carry out activities aiming to
oppose and undermine the Party and Vietnamese State, encourage opposition by extremists in
the country, particularly inciting Central Highlands indigenous peoples.

A Ga is also a FULRO expatriate living in the U.S. In 2020, A Ga changed the name and logo of
the Evangelical Church of Christ of Vietnam (ECCV) to the Evangelical Church of Christ of the
Central Highlands (CHPC). Using religion as a cover to lure gullible people into participating in
their illegal activities which peaked in 2015, the Evangelical Church of Christ succeeded in luring
people in 9 Viethamese provinces to join their religious practice in 15 worship groups,
accounting for over 1,400 followers.

The Central Highlands is a strategic location with respect to defense and national security
where Vietnam, Laos, and Cambodia share common borders in a complex geographical setting.
This is where 54 indigenous peoples live, including 47 ethnic minorities. The reactionary groups
aim to turn the Central Highlands into an unstable region through creating many hot spots and
conflicts that provide an excuse for foreign intervention, to stoke political instability, undermine
national solidarity, and wipe out socialism in Vietnam.
