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Dung Van Vo (Vo Van Dung in Vietnamese), nicknamed Dung “Loa” (Dung 
Bullhorn), is a former boat person in Sikiew Camp, Thailand who was forcibly 
repatriated to Vietnam in 1996. He later became a successful businessman, owning 
a travel and tourism agency in Vietnam, another one in Thailand, and an export 
company, exporting dragon fruits to Thailand. He was no stateless and therefore not 
eligible for Canada’s Temporary Public Policy Concerning Certain Vietnamese 
Persons Residing in Thailand without Status program. 
 
Angry for being left out of VOICE’s resettlement list, Mrs. Le Thi Ba, who was 
repatriated to Vietnam at the same time as Vo Van Dung, exposed the latter’s 
ineligibility. 
 

 
 
Excerpt from email message dated 6 December, 2014 of Mrs. Le Thi Ba 
 
English translation:  
 
Among the boat persons going to Canada in the past two batches, some escaped 
from the [Sikiew] Camp, but a number of them, I am certain, were present in 
Vietnam after the UNHCR closed Sikiew Camp. Namely: 

• Dũng (bullhorn) [so named] because he used a bullhorn speaker to make 
announcements in the camp recently went to Canada on 25 November. At 
the time when 1800 boat people in the Philippines were resettled, I saw him 
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riding around the park in front of the Doc Lap Palace, where all the boat 
people repatriated from camps in Southeast Asia gathered. Afterwards, he 
went to Thailand to organize trips for tourists. 

Vo Van Dung arrived in Canada as a stateless person on 23 September, 2016.

He brought with him Ms. Truong Thi Anh Lan (Exhibit 5), whom he fraudulently 
claimed to be his wife, and Truong Vinh (Exhibit 6), whom he fraudulently claimed 
to be his son. 
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Vo Van Dung (54 years old) posed with Truong Thi Lan Anh (32), and Truong Vinh 
(8) as a family in Toronto, Canada, 24 September, 2016 
 
But Vo Van Dung was not stateless. He lived a comfortable life in Vietnam and held 
a Vietnamese passport; he often traveled abroad, particularly on business trips to 
Thailand.  
 
On 6 February, 2016, i.e. about 7 months before arriving to Canada supposedly as a 
stateless person drifting for decades in Thailand, he was found interviewed by a 
television crew at a flower market near Ho Chi Minh City (Saigon) on the occasion 
of Vietnam’s Lunar New Year.

Among all ineligible cases resettled to Canada, Vo Van Dung probably set the record 
because just over a month after arriving in Canada, he already returned to Vietnam 
to run his multiple businesses. As evidence, on November 20, 2016, he obtained an 
international driver's license in Vietnam, listing his domicile’s address in Vietnam.

On 19 April, 2017, he announced the resumption of his exporting grapefruits to 
Thailand from Vietnam.

Vo Van Dung’s daughter Vo Uyen Phuong stayed in Vietnam, where she attends a 
private highschool (https://thpttenloman.hcm.edu.vn/homegd3). She later went to 
Thailand to co-manage her father’s business there.

Apparently, Vo Van Dung soon divorced his fake wife Truong Thi Lan Anh (Exhibit 
5) to marry a young woman in Vietnam. He brought her to Canada in late 2017. 
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Because refugees are not supposed to return to their countries of origin using a 
Canadian travel document, Vo Van Dung used his Vietnamese passport for his 
frequent trips to Vietnam and Thailand.
