“Initially because the war in Vietnam was not popular in the U.S. when refugees came from Vietnam,
Cambodia, and Laos, they were met with hostility. They were not welcome at all,” said DilESKUSRIKAGE,

Due to the lack of key resettlement support systems, SEAA refugees were made to live in neighborhoods
plagued by gang violence and failing schools while navigating unaddressed trauma from the wars and limited
support for cultural integration.
