Summary:

The police harassed a Cao Dai adherent who advocates for religious freedom, e.g.,
attended the Southeast Asia Freedom of Religion or Belief (SEAFoRB 2019) Conference. They
wanted to dissuade her from attending the Seventh SEAFoRB (online in November 2021)

- Did the incidents involve an individual or a group? 1 adherent of the authentic Cao Dai
Church

- Location of incident: Tién Giang Province, Vietnam

-Nationality and ethnic group of victim: Vietnamese citizenship, Kinh (dominant ethnic
group)

-Does national policy require registration for religious activities? If yes, what is the current
status of the group? Yes, required.! The Communist government established a Cao Dai
denomination in 1997 (with fundamental doctrinal differences from the authentic Cao Dai
religion that was established in 1926, in other words, not the same religion) and turned over
the original Cao Dai Church’s assets to the 1997 sect. Further, the 1997 sect has been used to
infiltrate and oppress the authentic Cao Dai Church.

On the previous day (28 November), Captain D& Hoang Giang, chief, Quon Long
Commune Police, had an interrogation request delivered to Parish Executive Committee
member Nguy@én HOng Phwong (unusual because this was a Sunday).

On 29 November, at 9:15 AM, Captain Hiéu, deputy chief, Quo'n Long Commune Police,
and Mr. Poan, Communist Party secretary of the hamlet, came to Ms. Phuong’s home to
inquire why she had not come for the meeting. She replied: the request did not state the topic
to be discussed and was not sent out sufficiently ahead of time; on 18 September 2021m the
police kidnapped her for an interrogation and she filed a complaint on 18 October 2021; the

police had not answered (see exhibits in Evidence Addendum). She also refused to sign their
interrogation report because they did not allow her to keep a copy.

In September 2021, the police already asked Ms. Phur@g'ng to stop communicating with
Boat People SOS and Dr. Nguyén Dinh Théng. Ahead of the Seventh SEAFoRB planned for late
November 2021, the police wanted to intimidate her to stop her from participating.
