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Over the years, the International Religious Freedom Summit has relied on incomplete and
biased sources of information, sources that deliberately distort the truth provided by
reactionary, extremist, and politically opportunistic organizations and individuals about the
situation of freedom of belief and religion in Vietnam.

Subsequently, they called on governments of countries as well as international organizations to
put pressure on the Vietnamese government, inciting domestic opponents to conduct
disruptive and destructive activities harmful to security and public order. This year, the
conference was held on February 4 and 5, 2025 in Washington DC, USA, and hostile forces
continued to present misleading information and cases related to ethnicity and religion in
Vietnam to diminish the international standing of Vietnam.

Misleading, lost voices in foreign lands

The International Religious Freedom Summit (IRF Summit) is an event held from 2021 to the
present related to issues of freedom of belief and religion. The conference was initiated and
maintained by two co-chairs, Mr. Sam Brownback, former Ambassador-at-Large for Religious
Freedom of the US Department of State, and Ms. Katrina Lantos Swett, a human rights lawyer
who is currently the President of the Lantos Human Rights Foundation.

Although it is named “Summit” related to religious freedom across the globe and has been
widely promoted on social media in terms of both the number of attendees and the amount of
money spent to organize it over the years, in essence, this conference is just a forum for hostile
organizations and individuals to spread slanderous information and distort the truth about the
situation of freedom of belief and religion in countries around the world, including Vietnam.
During the conference, the biased and untrue statements were immediately praised by hostile
organizations with ill intentions toward Vietnam that considered them as evidence that our

Party and State have treated people "unfairly", "discriminated against" them, and "suppressed”
people’s freedom of religion or belief, etc.

As in previous years, the participants in this year’s conference are all familiar organizations and
individuals that on the internet make self-claims about activities of distorting and
misrepresenting the truth about religious freedom in many countries around the world,
including Vietnam. With the aim of attacking the Party and the State, undermining the Party's
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ideological foundation, and undermining the great national unity bloc, thereby calling on
countries and international organizations to intervene and put pressure on Vietnam regarding
our policies and stances, one can list Nguyen Dinh Thang, who is the President and CEO of the
organization he founded, Boat People SOS - BPSOS. Although he does not live or have any close
connections in Vietnam, he still provided fabricated information counter to the facts, i.g.,
"Vietnam continues to systematically violate religious freedom, and activists want the
conference to pay attention to the current state of repression in Vietnam", and at the same
time desire that participating organizations and individuals continue to advocate with the US
State Department to put Vietnam on the list of countries of particular concern (CPC) regarding
religious freedom.

In addition, through this conference, many individuals continued to promote and whitewash
terrorist acts in Vietnam, such as Y Phic Hdok, currently living in exile in the US and a key
member of Montagnards Stand for Justice - MSFJ, who called on international organizations to
interfere with Vietnam to release lawbreakers who are serving sentences such as Y Thinh Nie,
Nay Y Blang, or Y Krec Bya. He even loudly called on the above international organizations to
intervene and pressure the Thai Government not to deport to Vietnam the terrorist Y Quynh
Bdap, the mastermind and leader of the terrorist attacks that occurred in Dak Lak Province on
June 11, 2023.

Thus, in essence, this conference is not a forum to present unbiased voices on freedom of belief
and religion, nor to represent any religious organization in the world, but rather one of the
political tools for hostile forces to target countries considered unfriendly to create political
pressure, that is, the goal of "internationalizing", "politicizing" religious issues, moving towards
activities that incite instability in the country and carry out military intervention from outside.
Looking at the participants of the conference, they are all familiar faces of international
organizations that call themselves human rights organizations, individuals and organizations
labeled as "advocating for religious freedom" only for the purpose of policy advocacy, not
representing countries to discuss and confer about religions. Although it was promoted on
social media by opposition groups and reactionary organizations of expatriates, in the end, this
is just a small, non-international forum, not representing the voice of any country, so it has not
received the attention of media organizations or any religious organization in the world.

The activities promoting the above conference by hostile forces, reactionary expatriates and a
number of opposition groups based in the country in recent times is only aimed at activating
the "fuse" of beliefs and religions to incite conflicts among religions, between religious people
and non-religious people, between religions and authorities at all levels, thereby causing
division in the great national unity bloc, leading to interference in internal affairs, undermining
of the Party and State of Vietnam, and thus lowering the position and prestige of Vietnam.

Vivid evidence of freedom of belief and religion in Vietham refutes misleading and untrue
accusations

Vietnam is a country with a long-standing cultural tradition and is a multi-ethnic, multi-religious
country. Along with the process of national renewal, religious life in Vietnam has undergone
many new changes: the return of religious beliefs, the increase in the number of clergy
member, religious functionaries, and followers; many religious activities have taken place on a



larger scale than before, attracting a large number of followers and people; recognized religious
organizations have built and implemented religious practices in accordance with traditional
culture, closely aligned with the nation, etc. Religious activities have been meeting the religious
needs of the majority of the people and made positive contributions to society. Our Party and
State always affirm that religion and government religious tasks are strategic to national
development.

The 2013 Constitution clearly distinguishes the two concepts of human rights and civil rights, in
which it recognizes freedom of belief and religion as a human right with its universality:
“Everyone has the right to freedom of belief and religion, to follow or not to follow any religion.
Religions are equal before the law” (Clause 1, Article 24). Moreover, the 2013 Constitution
expands the scope of the State's obligations, not only to protect places of worship of beliefs and
religions as in the 1992 Constitution, but also to "respect and protect the right to freedom of
belief and religion." The objects of protection include the right to freedom to follow or not to
follow a belief or religion; religious activities and religious organizations, religious
establishments (places of worship). Thus, freedom of belief and religion is a natural human
need, recognized and protected by international law as a basic human right since the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights - the first international human rights law - was promulgated. In
Vietnam, freedom of belief and religion has always been a constitutional right that the State
has the obligation to protect. Respecting the people's right to freedom of belief and religion is a
consistent and continuous policy of our Party and State. Never before have religious
organizations had the same favorable conditions to operate as in the present time. Vietnam's
achievements in ensuring freedom of belief and religion have been confirmed through many
vivid evidences, from the recognition of organizations, registration of activities, and clergy
members and functionaries’ ordination, appointment, election, and nomination, to the
guarantee and creation of conditions for religious organizations to open training facilities, print
scriptures, and conduct religious activities, and so on.

In practice, since the 2016 Law on Belief and Religion came into effect, the number of clergy
members and religious functionaries, places of worship, and religious believers has increased
over time, for all religions. To date, the State has recognized and granted registration of
activities to 43 organizations belonging to 16 religions, with over 27 million followers
(accounting for over 27% of the country's population), including over 54,000 clergy members,
135,500 functionaries; over 29,600 places of worship and over 54,000 belief faciliies. In recent
years, with the attention of the Party and the State, organizations and the vast majority of
people following religions in Vietnam have always promoted the tradition of patriotism and
great national unity, alignment with the nation, making an important contribution to the cause
of building and defending the Fatherland. Religious organizations, with their love for humanity,
have joined hands with the State in its duties related to security and social order, joining hands
and reaching unanimity with the government and people in the cause of building and
developing the country. Up to now, the whole country has about 300 kindergartens, 2,000
preschool education facilities, and 22 vocational training facilities belonging to religious
organizations, contributing to improving the quality of human resources for society.

In the process of building the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, religious organizations are
participating in socio-political life. In the 15th National Assembly, 5 clergy members were



elected as delegates; 88 clergy members and religious functionaries, and 35 religious followers
were elected as delegates to the Provincial People's Councils; 225 clergy members, religious
functionaries and monastics, and 246 followers were elected as delegates to the District
People's Councils; 646 clergy members, religious functionaries and monastics, and over 5,000
followers were elected as delegates to the Commune People's Councils for the 2021-2026 term,
who are members of the Vietnam Fatherland Front at all levels and actively participate in other
associations and organizations such as the Vietnam Association of the Elderly, the Association
of Sponsors of the Disabled and Orphans of Vietnam, the Vietnam Youth Union, etc. Along with
that, religious organizations have mobilized clergy members, religious functionaries and
followers to strictly comply with the Party's guidelines and policies and the State's policies and
laws; At the same time, religious organizations are an important communication channel that
contributes to bringing the Party's guidelines and policies and laws of the State to the people
and to religious followers quickly and effectively.

Over the years, Vietnam has always been a destination chosen by major religious organizations
in the world to hold events and celebrations such as: in 2009, the State allowed and supported
the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha to organize the 11th World Buddhist Women's Conference in Ho
Chi Minh City, with more than 2,000 nuns from more than 47 countries and territories around
the world attending this event. In particular, in 2024, diplomatic initiatives took place, notably
Archbishop Marek Zalewski began to assume the role of the first Permanent Representative of
the Holy See in Viethnam from January 2024.

The Vatican Foreign Affairs Minister, Archbishop Paul Richard Gallagher, visited Vietnam
finApril 9-14, 2024, meeting Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh and having meetings with
Minister of Foreign Affairs Bui Thanh Son, Minister of Home Affairs Pham Thi Thanh Tra; and
visiting the Archdioceses of Hanoi, Ho Chi Minh City and Hue. During his program in Vietnam,
Pastor Franklin Graham, President and CEO of the Billy Graham Evangelistic Association, met
with Permanent Deputy Prime Minister Nguyen Hoa Binh and Minister of Home Affairs Pham
Thi Thanh Tra, leaders of the People's Committee of Can Tho City. At the same time, Pastor
Franklin Graham attended the "2024 Season of Love" Evangelical Music Program organized by
the Billy Graham Evangelistic Association in Can Tho, with two evenings of musical
performances on December 3 and 4, 2024, attracting about 10,000 attendees including clergy
members and religious functionaries, Protestants and guests from 13 western provinces.

The above figures are vivid evidence that the situation of religious freedom in Vietnam, namely,
the right to freedom of belief and religion in Vietnam is protected by law and always
guaranteed and implemented in practice; religious organizations have favorable conditions to
operate and are growing. Religious activities take place vibrantly in all regions, areas,
communities, and social classes, especially at the beginning of the year and during traditional
festivals.
